Our annual breakfast with the UN Delegates and the UNCITRAL Secretariat during the 53
session of the United Nations Commission on International Trade Law Working Group V
(Insolvency Law) in New York was hosted by Debevoise & Plimpton LLP on the morning of
Monday, May 7. The panelists were: Jasmine Ball, a partner at Debevoise & Plimpton LLP,
Jenny CIift, the Senior Legal Officer at the UNCITRAL Secretariat, TinaMarie Feil, President and
