Triathletes are generous and 
friendly and it is great to collaborate in races with folks 
from other countries -- thanks to athlete Sweeny from 
Ireland for getting me through the bike leg, I loved 
all the super fast British ladies passing me on the run, 
the Mexican team spirit, and the extremely polite 
Australian youth athlete helping me at registration!”

We asked Mary Beth about lessons she has learned 
through competing as a triathlete, and she told 
us: “Sport, and international sport in particular, is 
possible at all stages of life, and supporting and 
being supported by folks from all over the world is a 
transformative way to connect. So, IWIRC is, in many 
ways, similar to this experience in allowing us to 
connect across borders.”
